Exhibition Agreement
Between
Art Exhibitions China, People’s Republic of China

In an effort to enhance friendly relations and cultural exchanges between the people of the People’s Republic of China (PRC) and the people of     , the Art Exhibitions China of PRC (hereinafter referred to as Party A) and               (hereinafter referred to as Party B), agree the following articles to hold the exhibition entitled  “       ”:

ARTICLE ONE

The venue of the exhibition is         Museum, (city),       Museum, (city). The exhibition will be displayed from     to   . The display period of the exhibition is 　　months. 
ARTICLE TWO

1. Party A will provide Party B with a collection of 　　 pieces (sets) of exhibits and　　 pieces (sets) of assistant exhibits to be displayed. 
2. The list of the exhibits will be included as Annex A and their individual valuations will be included as Annex B as essential parts to this agreement. 
3. Party B guarantees to return the exhibits back to Party A within four weeks after the conclusion of the exhibition. 
ARTICLE THREE
1. Party A will provide Party B with materials (texts) and negatives of the exhibits. 
2. Party B guarantees not to utilize the negatives provided by Party A for making copies, publication and other purposes without the express approval of Party A, except for the production of the exhibition promotional materials such as exhibition catalogues, admission tickets, postcards, posters, slides, and the press and television commercials.
3. Party B will hand over the negatives of the exhibits mentioned above to Party A within four weeks after the conclusion of the exhibition.
4. Party B will be responsible for the design and printing of the exhibition catalogue and provide Party A at no cost with 200 copies of exhibition catalogue.
ARTICLE FOUR
1. Party A will hand over the exhibits to Party B four weeks prior to the opening of the exhibition. 
2. The handover procedure is as follows: 

(1) Party A will hand over the exhibits to Party B at the handover site  

In　　. The condition reports of the exhibits should be signed by the representatives of the two parties.

(2) Party B will return the exhibits back to Party A at the handover  

site in 　　 after the conclusion of the exhibition and finish the 
handover procedure.
(3) When unpack and install exhibits in 　, , representatives of 

Party A should be at the site to supervise the whole procedure and record new conditions for those changed exhibits. The condition reports should be signed by representatives of both parties. Same procedure will be done for repacking after conclusion of the exhibition in . 

(4) During the procedure of handover and return, the representatives  

of the two parties should be present at the site to check each exhibit with the condition reports and photographs and sign on the condition reports for handover and return.            
ARTICLE FIVE
1. Party B is responsible for the safety of the exhibits from the time Party A hands over the exhibits to Party B until Party B hands over the exhibits back to Party A. 
2. To ensure the safety of the exhibits, Party B can improve the packing of the exhibits with the approval of Party A. 
3. Party B should take any and all the necessary steps to ensure the absolute safety of the exhibits according to the temperature and humidity and other relevant technical requirements provided by Party A, as well as the installation suggestions. 
4. Immediately after the exhibits have been installed in the showcases, the cases will be sealed by the representatives of the two parties and neither of the two parties is allowed to open the cases alone, except in the case of an extreme emergency happens and the representatives of Party A are not on the scene, Party B may open the cases to take necessary steps to rescue or protect the exhibits and notify Party A immediately. Then Party B should make a written report for the confirmation of both parties.   
ARTICLE SIX
1. Party B will arrange insurance covering all risks for all the exhibits in accordance with the individual valuations as listed in Annex B from the time Party A hand over the exhibits to Party B until Party B hand over the exhibits to Party A after the conclusion of the exhibition.

2. In case of total loss or destruction of any of the exhibits that can not be repaired, after the confirmation made by both parties, Party B shall implement the compensation to Party A for the exhibits value in the insurance coverage mentioned in term 1 of Article Six in accordance with the individual valuations as listed in Annex B. Damaged exhibits should belong to Party A.

3. In case of partial damage to any of the exhibits that can be repaired, the experts of both parties shall discuss for the damage and work out the reasonable compensation amount with equitable evaluation of the extent of the damage, then Party B shall implement the compensation to Party A in the insurance coverage mentioned in term 1 of Article Six.

4. Party B is responsible to assign the insurance company on the basis of the exhibition agreement. The articles of insurance agreement should include a special article that insurance company will waive the compensation right to Party A and Party B.

5. Party B will submit to Party A the copy of the effective certificate of insurance for the exhibits at least two weeks prior to the shipment of the exhibits. 

ARTICLE SEVEN

1. Party B will invite a delegation of   persons (including an interpreter) to     to participate the opening ceremony of the exhibition for duration of   days.

2. Party B will also invite an inspection group of   persons (including an interpreter) to      to do some study for duration of   days.
3. Party B will supply round trip international air transportation and local transportations, emergency medical, personal insurance, food, accommodations and a per diem of USD    per person for miscellaneous expenses for the delegation and inspection group during their stay in    ; and also make proper arrangements for the activities in      for the said two groups.

ARTICLE EIGHT

1. Party B agrees that Party A will send 1 installation team and 1 de-installation team to    .  Each team has persons (including an interpreter). The installation team will stay in      for   days and the de-installation team will stay for   days.
2. The members of installation team and de-installation team will act as the representatives of Party A to supervise the implementation of the exhibition agreement together with Party B from the time Party A hand over the exhibits to Party B until the time Party B return the exhibits back to Party A. During the procedure of condition reporting, packing, unpacking, installation, de-installation, loading and unloading, they have the responsibility to guide, supervise and assist Party B to move the exhibits for the safety of the exhibits. Also have the responsibility to positively assist Party B for the promotion of the exhibition at the request of Party B.

3. Party B will supply round trip international air transportation and accommodations, local business transportations, post expenses, phone calls, emergency medical and personal insurance in    , and a per diem of USD $   per person for food and miscellaneous expenses.
ARTICLE NINE

1. Party A will be responsible for the costs of collection, restoration, photography, documentation, inner and outer packing of the exhibits.
2. Party B will be responsible for the following costs related to the exhibition:
The round trip transportation costs of     pieces (sets) of exhibits and    pieces (sets) of assistant exhibits from hand over site in to Beijing Capital Airport and from Beijing Capital Airport to      and the costs for customs clearance as stated in Article Two.
3. All the incomes related to the exhibition belong to Party B.
4. Party B agrees to pay Party A an exhibition fee of USD    (say      US Dollars only). The said payment will be paid to Party A in accordance with the following schedule:
(1) Party B will pay USD    (say     US Dollars only) to Party A within four weeks after the endorsement of this agreement.

(2) Party B will pay the remaining exhibition fee to Party A within four weeks after the conclusion of the exhibition.

5. Party B agrees to pay Party A the royalty of 6 % of the retail sales of all the exhibition catalogues, postcards, slides, posters and other souvenirs published and printed in accordance with the negatives provided by Party A within four weeks after the conclusion of the exhibition. The cooperation between Party A and Party B for the sales of souvenirs of the exhibition will be finalized in another agreement.
6. Party B will provide Party A with audited numbers of audience, catalogue sales and the payments stated in term 5 within four weeks after the conclusion of the exhibition.
7. The payments of Party B to Party A shall be remitted into the account specified by Party A as follows:

ARTICLE TEN

During the loan period, Party B shall not take direct responsibility for the losses and damages to the exhibits occurred by the force majeure such as air crash, typhoon and strong earthquake etc. The compensation of these losses or damages should be paid by Party B to Party A in accordance with the terms of Article Six.

ARTICLE ELEVEN

If questions of arguments or disagreements arise during the implementation of this agreement，representatives of both parties will settle them through friendly consultation. In case the issue still cannot be resolved, the matter shall be referred to the international arbitration organization for resolution. The location of arbitration shall be determined by the two parties.
ARTICLE TWELVE

1. This agreement is written in duplicate Chinese and English copies. Both texts are equally authoritative. Each party has one set including Chinese version and English version.

2. The agreement shall enter into force from the day of signature. It will remain in force till the obligations have been fulfilled.
